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We found out that: 

a) every requirement is atomic, 
b) every requirement statement is in the active voice,
c) terms are used with the same meaning throughout,
d) no synonyms are used,
e) every requirement statement is clear,
f) no requirement is inconsistent with any other requirement,
g) there are some needed feature, function, or capability that are unspecified:

· page 6/12, topic 3.2 - postconditions of upwoting and downwoting are not specified,

h) no needed characteristic or property is unspecified,
i) every requirement is verifiable,
j) every requirement can be realized in software,
k) every requirement plays a part in satisfying some stakeholder’s needs or desires,
l) every requirement correctly reflects some stakeholder’s needs or desires,
m) every requirement statement is prioritized,
n) every requirement priority is correct.
